PD: (5 entries) Abs 0 1 Gillhespy & Mcinally Lorphil Treasure Island, Tri, well marked, 
lovely head, neck, bone, level topline, showed well for one so young moving confidently 
round the ring. BP and 4th in Toy Puppy Group. 2 Champion’s Lankcombe Ambassador, 
Tri, lovely soft expression, good bone & body, level topline, in good coat, moved well. 3 
Constable’s Mitapip Rich Ruby. 
  
JD: (4 entries) Abs 1 – 1 Askins & Kendall’s Jameson Azzaro Fapella Gray, Tri, nice head 
with cushioned muzzle, good shape short and cobby with good ribs, level topline, moved 
true. 2 Jackson’s Amantra Regal Duke, Tri, super head and expression with upturned 
nose and dark eyes, good body, excellent coat and featherings, unfortunately just a little 
apprehensive today. 3 Champion’s Lankcombe Ambassador. 
  
ND: (4 entries) Abs 0 – 1 Sproul & Coburn’s Khandro No Regrets, Tri, nice head and 
expression, good neck and shoulders, level topline, very sound, excellent mover. 2 
Gillhespy’s Joshua de Melcourt, Tri, correct shaped head with good dome and 
cushioning, mature body with good bone and spring of rib, moved well keeping level 
topline. 3 Champion’s Lankcombe Ambassador. 
  
PG: (5 entries) Abs 0 – 1 Jackson’s Amantra Treasury, Blen, good rich colour, lovely head 
well domed with wide muzzle and upturned nose, compact body with good coat well 
feathered, moved well. RDCC. 2 Moffat & Robins’ Maibee Horatio, Tri, beautiful soft 
expression with dark eyes and well placed black nose, cobby body with good spring of 
rib, moved soundly keeping level topline. 3 Champion’s Stonepit Buster Keeton At 
Lankcombe. 
  
LD: (9 entries) Abs 1 – 1 Coupland’s Tucherish High Treason, Tri, very elegant toy spaniel 
both standing and on the move, lovely head and expression, liked his size and compact 
shape. 2 Matches’ Baldragon Striding Edge To Fochai, Blen, nice size and shape compact 
with broad deep chest, good neck and nicely domed head, moved out with drive. 3 
Waters’ Peakdowns Wellington TAF. 
  
OD: (5 entries) Abs 0 – 1 Schemel’s Tudorhurst Commodore, Tri, admired this impressive 
dog many times from the ringside, shown in immaculate condition, fabulous head with 
large dark eyes resulting in such a soft expression, mature body with good wide chest 
and excellent rib-cage, a very sound dog who moves effortlessly round the ring. DCC and 
BOB also shortlisted in the Toy Group. 2 Moffat & Robins’ Maibee Mr Kipling, Tri, 
another lovely headed spaniel with soft expression and dark eyes and pigment, good 
neck and shoulders, good bone and mature cobby body, good coat, moved and showed 
well.

VD: (1 Entry) Abs 0 – 1 Askins, Kendall & Vallila’s CH/INT/FI/SWED/NORD CH Headra’s 
Chocolate D Lite (RE-IMP), Tri, excellent attitude is just one of this dog’s many virtues, 
lovely domed head, good firm body with level topline, well coated, moved and showed 
well. BV 
  
PB: (2 Entries) Abs 0 – 1 Goodwin’s Lanola Mademoiselle, Tri, quality feminine puppy, 
nicely domed head with dark eyes and good pigment, good body for age short and cobby 
with a level topline. 2 Constable’s Mitapip Trudy Doo Dee, another pretty well 
constructed puppy, nice head and overall shape, good coat jet black with rich tan 
markings. 
  
JB: (2 Entries) Abs 0 – 1 Jackson’s Amantra Regalia, Tri, lovely size with classic breed 
head, looked good in profile both standing and on the move, should have a very 
promising future. 2 Mcinally’s Braemarra Hearsay, Blen, very much a baby with a 
tremendous temperament, everything is correct and in the right place just needs time. 
  
NB: (2 Entries) Abs 0 – 1 Sproul & Coburn’s Khandra Ur Enuff, Tri, lacking coat today but 
nothing to hide, good size, pretty head, compact and very sound, moved and showed 
well. 2 Goodwin’s Diggle Extravaganza, Blk/tan, nice domed head, good neck and 
shoulders, good body, good coat with very rich tan markings. 
  
PGB: (4 Entries) Abs 0 – 1 Sidgwick’s Corrinwood Chloe At Paulian, Tri, pretty head with 
soft expression, good bone and compact body, moved and showed to advantage. 2 
Coupland’s Tucherish Julie Christie, Tri, attractive girl with quality head, good size with 
good confirmation, moved well keeping a level topline. 3 Matches’ Khandro La Vie En 
Rose From Fochai. 
  
LB: (4 Entries) Abs 1 – 1 Gillhespy’s Downsbank Designed For Lorphil, Blen, one I have 
always admired, good coat with rich chestnut markings, domed head with soft 
expression, good pigment and dark eyes, good construction with wide chest and good 
bone, compact, moving and showing well. BCC. 2 Champion’s Stonepit Lillian Gist At 
Lankcombe, Tri, pleasing head and nice expression, good body and nice overall shape 
and size, moved and showed well. 3 Goodwin’s Phydeaux Royal Rose For Diggle. 
  
OB: (2 Entries) Abs 0 – 1 Willey & Siddle’s Ch Penemma Misty For Me JW, Blen, another I 
have always admired, quality exhibit with presentation to match, lovely head shape with 
soft expression, good shaped body with excellent spring of rib, moved and showed with 
style. RBCC. 2 Mallows’ Lorphil Red Ribbons At Binglui, Ruby, pretty headed bitch with 
dark eyes and good pigment, rich colour, good short body with deep wide chest and level 
topline, moves well.
