He has a reasonable length to his 

coat which was in excellent condition. Once he settled he 

moved around the ring with drive holding his tail level. Pleased 

to award him best puppy dog.

11 month old tricolour nicely domed skull, large dark eyes and a 

broad well cushioned muzzle. His head was carried high on a 

good reach of neck which was set into a good layback of 

shoulder. He has adequate width and depth to his chest. His 

back was short and level and he has a good spring of rib. He is 

straight in front and has a good turn of stifle which allowed him 

drive once he settled.

2. Mrs M Constable MITAPIP SUNRISE RUBY – An 8 month old 

who needs to tighten up in front and rear. On standing she is 



straight in front but lacks angulation to her rear. She has a level 

topline and her coat is in good coat condition.
