Lovely size to head with good dome and low set 

ears, good cushioning and width of underjaw with neat finish, still to fill out her square body, 

moved quite well. 2 Hardiman's Tovarich Toyah. Tri. Very pretty baby with lovely expressive eyes 

and nice turn-up but not yet the maturity in head of first. Short back and quite cobby, overall 

moved with a positive action. 3 Dawson & Jones' Pomelo Buttons And Bows.  

  

  

Dark expressive eyes with square 

muzzle, nice turn up big nose pad low set ears and good size to head. Needs to fill out in build as 

yet but square outline overall and free and active on the move. 2 Dawson & Jones' Pomelo 

Buttons And Bows. Tri. Pleasing head and expression with square well padded muzzle, nice turn-



up and good size to round eyes. Still needs to develop in body. Moved freely if a little close both 

ways as yet.
