1. Askins & Kendal’s CH HEADRA’S CHOCOLATE BOX JW : 8 years old black & tan in super 

condition for his age, lovely masculine head, dark eyes & pigmentation, good body, long nice 

coat, very happy in the ring, tail never stopped wagging. 

Minor Puppy Dog (3,0) 

1. Sidgwick’s PAULIAN PATENTED : Very attractive & promising 6 months old tricolour puppy, 

very well developed for his age, lovely domed head, lovely dark eyes & pigmentation, very nice 

cobby body, very good spring of ribs for his age, excellent topline, good coat already & well 

broken, moved well & very happy in the ring. Reserve Best Dog – Best Puppy Dog – Best Puppy

2. Smith’s JUSTACHARMA SO MAGIC : Very nice 7 months tricolour puppy, very nice domed head, 

good dark eyes & pigmentation, good body a touch longer than nr 1, good topline, a touch on 

the white side in colours, moved well, happy in the ring. 

3. Harvey’s RIVERMOOR JUST BRAMBLE 

Puppy Dog (2,1) 



1. Eddleston’s PATZPETZ DASHWOOD : Tricolour dog quite on the big side, nice head, tan could 

be a touch darker, good body, shoulder could be a bit better laid, nice coat & well broken, very 

happy on the move which could be better. 

Junior Dog (3,1) 

1. Mallows’ BINGLUI RUBIY LEWIS : Ruby dog a bit on the bid side, very nice head, good 

pigmentation, good earset, nice cobby body, very good coat & colour, nice long ears, nice 

angulations, moved well. 

2. Leach’s HEADRA’S CHURCHILL AT OUZLEWELL : Nice tricolour dog, nice head but I just like 

the head of nr 1 better, very good body, well broken, lovely coat, tailset a touch low, moved 

well. 

Yearling Dog (0,0) 

Novice Dog (5,1) 

1. Waters & Robins’ MAIBEE SIMPLY DASHING : A really lovely head, well domed, good dark eyes, 

lovely earset, long fringes on the ears, good tan & pigmentation, very good body in very good 

condition, a touch short on legs, moved very well. 

2. Morris’ PALANDRO WINTER ROBIN AT RAYTRIX : Lovely tricolour dog, very good head but I just 

like the head of nr 1 better, nice body, well boned, good tailset, good coat, moved well but 

could be a touch happier in the ring.

Graduate Dog (4,2) 



1. Price’s PAULIAN PRICELESS FOR ALMONROYD : Very happy young Blenheim dog, very nice 

head, very good body, good bone, good topline & tailset, moves very happily but a bit close 

behind. 

2. Morris’ PALANDRO WINTER ROBIN AT RAYTRIX : See Novice Dog. 

Post Graduate Dog (3,0) 

1. Waters & Robins’ MAIBEE DEBONAIRE : Lovely tricolour dog, lovely head, lovely dark eyes, very 

good dome, lovely shape of body & topline, very good angulations, very good tailset, excellent 

coat & tans, moved very well, happy in the ring - Best Dog 

2. Tarabad’s LILLIJAY PERCY CUTE KHATIBI : Very nice Blenheim dog, nice head with dark eyes, 

good body shape, good topline, lacking a bit of coat today, moved well. 

3. Maddison’s ALAMBRA RICH RUBY 

Limit Dog (4,0) 

1. Askins & Kendall’s CH HEADRA’S CHOCOLATE D’LITE : Very nice tricolour dog, nice head but I 

wished he had a touch more dome, good tans & pigmentation, very good body, nice topline & 

tailset, very sound mover, happy in the ring. 

2. Gillhespy & Mallows’ TUCHERISH JOLYON JW Sh.CM : Lovely typical head, dark eyes, good 

body but not as mature as nr 1, good tailset, very good coat & tans, moved well but a bit close 

behind. 

3. Plews’ TEWHIT TRAFALGAR 

Open Dog (2,0) 

1. East’s NASTANE TOMMY : Very nice mature dog with a good shape of head, lovely dark eyes, 

nice body, good topline, good coat & long feathering, well broken, very happy & sound mover. 



2. Maddison’s TUCHERISH ANGELO : Nice Blenheim dog, lovely head, good body with good 

ribcage & topline, nice angulations, lovely coat but could have a bit more chestnut colour on 

the body, moved well but not as happily as nr 1. 

Special Open (B/T or Ruby) Dog (1,0) 

1. Keane & Thorn’s SIVERHOLME BASIL : Nice black & tan dog, good head but could have a touch 

more dome, good dark eyes, good body, good tans, nice body shape, good topline, moved well, 

good coat but I wished he had a bit longer ear feathering to complete the picture. 

Special Open (Blen/Tri) Dog (3,1) 

1. East’s NASTANE TOMMY : See Open Dog. 

2. Smith’s AGEANCOURT MAGIC ONCE MORE IS JUSTACHARMA : Nice tricolour dog, lovely head, 

good dome, lovely dark eyes, good body, good topline & tailset, nice long coat, very well 

broken, just beaten by nr1 on the move. 

Bitches : 

Veteran Bitch (2,0) 

1. Coupland’s CH TUCHERISH VIOLETTA : 8 years old tricolour bitch, very well domed head, dark 

eyes & pigmentation, cobby body in a very good condition of coat, long ear feathering, very 

good body & angulations : front & behind, very good topline which she keeps on the move, 

moved very well, Best Veteran 

2. Hinson’s KERIZMA CLASSICAL : Very happy 10 � years old tricolour bitch, very good body & 

condition for her age, very happy in the ring, tail never stopped wagging, a touch longer in body 

than nr 1. 



Minor Puppy Bitch (4,0) 

1. Dix’s PAULIAN PRUDENCE FOR BEEWYE : Really lovely feminine head for a puppy, good dark 

eyes, good dome, very nice cobby body shape, good bone for her age, good topline & tailset, 

very outgoing for a young puppy, moved very well, just liked her. Best Puppy Bitch 

2. Waters & Robins’ MAIBEE BERYL (NAF/TAF) : Lovely domed head, good dark eyes & 

pigmentation, lovely body shape, good topline & tailset, lovely coat but could be better broken, 

good mover. 

3. Smith’s JUSTACHARMA OUR MAGIC 

Puppy Bitch (3,1) 

1. Gillhespy’s LORPHIL BLACK BEAUTY : Very nice black & tan bitch, very nice head, good dark 

eyes, lovely tan colour, lovely cobby body, very happy mover, needs to calm down a bit in the 

ring which will come with experience. 

2. Crossley’s PAULIAN HATTITUDE : Nice head shape, nice dark eyes, nice body but a touch long 

in shape, good coat which could be better broken, moved well but not as happy as nr 1. 

Juniot Bitch (6,0) 

1. Leach’s OUZEWELL CARTE D’AMOUR : Nice Blenheim bitch, pretty head, very good body shape, 

could have a bit more of tail to complete the picture, good angulations, well broken but a bit 

out of coat today, very sound mover. 

2. Bailey’s HEADRA’S CHOCOLATE CARAMEL AT ALDORICKA : Nice tricolour bitch, nice domed 

head but a bit dark in head’s marking, good pigmentation & eyes, good body shape, nice coat, 

moved well, happy in the ring.

2. Coupland’s TUCHERISH CLEMENCY : Nice tricolour bitch with a lovely domed head, good tan & 

eye colour, nice body shape, nice angulations & tail a bit short, coat could be better broken, 

moves very well, lovely picture, very close to nr 1.

1. Taberner’s HEADRA’S CHOCOLATE FUDGE VON TABERSOME : Nice black & tan bitch, nice 

head, good earset, dark eyes, very good body shape, good topline & tailset, good angulations, 

nice coat, good happy mover. 

2. Grave’s PAMEDNA PEGGY SUE : Nice black & tan bitch, good head & tan colour, good body, 

nice coat, good tailset & topline, moved well.

feminine head, good colour of eyes, very cobby body with a good shape, good topline, good 

coat, moved well. 

2. Smith’s JUSTACHARMA SOMETHING MAGIC JW : Nice bitch a bit on the small side, nice head, 

dark eyes & pigmentation, good body shape, very good topline, moved well & happily, very 

similar to nr 1.

1. Askins & Kendall’s AMANTRA CHARMFUL WITH HEADRA : Nice tricolour bitch, could have a 

touch more feminine head, very good body shape, well broken coat, moved well a bit close 

behind, a bit apprehensive on the table. 

2. Johnson’s ROSSBONNY HENRIETTA : Nice tricolour bitch, very good head, nice tan & dark 

eyes, good body shape but a bit upright in the shoulders, nice coat & feathering, movement 

could be a bit better behind.
