examination, fulfilled all my expectations. Tricolour, with 

gorgeous head, dome, eye and expression, framed by long ear 

leathers with plenty of furnishings. Spot on for size and type. 

Drives around the ring with panache, oozing overall quality. A 

credit to his owner. In my view a ‘real toy spaniel’. Delighted to 

award him Best Veteran, Best Dog and Best in Show. 

2. Smith’s CH Headras Truly Magic is Justacharma 

Another fantastic tricolor male. Lovely head and expression. 

Different type to 1. Glorious condition, and sound a bell on the 

move. Shown in full, flowing coat, he is a very worthy 

champion.

Minor Puppy (1,0) 

1. Coupland’s Tucherish Andrew Carnegie 

6 month old, super B&T baby, who was absolutely ‘full of 

himself’! Lovely head, coming along nicely. Good size, Happy 

mover, maintaining his top line. Will watch his career with

Puppy Dog (4,2) 

1. Clarke’s Poltomic Black Magic 

Lovely headed B&T male. Nice overall shape, loved his size. 

Sound mover in both directions. Well presented.   

2. Smith’s Justacharma Magic Goes On 



Very nice Tricolour boy, with a lovely head and eye. Well 

bodied. Moved soundly. Splitting hairs, but just preferred the 

expression of 1. 

 

Junior Dog (2,0) 

1. Smith’s Mitap Black is Magic for Justacharma 

Eye-catching B&T male of ideal size. Beautiful head with 

fantastic dome, eye and expression. Good neck, well-placed 

shoulder leading into level, short back. Stylish mover. At 

teenager stage but could not take my eyes off him. Should 

have a bright future. Delighted to award him Reserve Best Dog 

and reserve Best in Show. 

2. Clarke’s Stonepit Wilfred for Poltomic 

Smart Tricolour boy, with lots to like. Nice head and 

expression. Overall, a very nice type. Sound on the move. 

 

Graduate Dog (1,0) 

1. Leach’s Khandro Something Tells Me 

Smart tricolor boy with pleasing head and expression. Well-

marked coat. Liked his size and type. Happy mover.  

 

Post Graduate Dog (5,1) 

1. French & Traynor’s Mitapip Elusive Ruby 

Ruby boy, spot on for size, type and construction. Lovely head 

and expression. Well- presented and handled. Sound on the 

move  

2. Harvey’s RIvermoor Alberto 

Super tricolor with lovely head and expression. Nicely marked 

coat. Moved out well.

Limit Dog (4,1) 

1. French & Traynor’s Celxo Vermouth On Ice 

Rich Blenheim with super head and expression. Lovely 

condition. Happy, showy boy. Good size. Sound mover.

Well-presented tricolor. Nice head and expression. Well-bodied. 

In full, flowing coat. Moved well.

1. Bowles-Robinson’s Rus Ch Descartes Ot Nevskogo Hobbita 

Flashy tricolor who is ‘all male’. Lots of substance. Classic 

markings. Powered around the ring. Shown in sparkling 

condition. 

 

Special Open, B&T/ Ruby Dog (2,1) 

1. Bailey’s Aldoricka Smokey Robinson 

Was 3rd in a very strong veteran class. Very smart Black & tan. 

Very good head with lovely dome and expression. Steady 

mover. In super coat and condition. 

 

Special Open Tri & Blenheim Dog (no entries) 

 

Veteran Bitch (2,0) 

1. Bailey’s Maibee Margot 

11 year old Blenheim. Fantastic form, body and condition. 

Lovely domed skull, good expression. Sound mover. Never 

stooped showing for her handler. 

2. Lewis’ Carleeto Sweet Melody  

8 year old tricolour bitch. Sound , pretty bitch of good size. In 

excellent condition. 

 

Minor Puppy Bitch (1,0) 

1. Stewart’s Mildred Snitzer Marchog 

Lovely B&T puppy in gleaming condition. Lovely dome, super 

eye and soft expression. Lovely size and type. Very nice baby 

 

Puppy Bitch (5,2) 

1. Mochrie’s Downsbank Snowdrop 

Beautiful headed Blenheim. Elegant neck leading into a level 

top line. Ideal size. Moves well with purpose. Delighted to 

award her Best Puppy Bitch. Sadly, did not pull out all the 

stops for best puppy. 

2. Lewis & Lewis’ Amantra Tarazed Carleeto 

Pretty tricolor bitch. Very smart with lovely head. Good type. 

Just unfortunate to meet 1 on such good form.

Junior Bitch (2,1) 

1. Boyer’s  Ellinghurst Kiki Dee 

Ultra-pretty, tricoloured bitch with classic markings. Has the 

best of heads and expression. Lovely mover. Super top line. A 

‘real’ toy spaniel, just needs time to fully body up. Should have 

a very bright future. Best Bitch. 

 

Novice Bitch (6,1) 

1. Bailey’s Toyswood Rising Star At Aldoricka 

Pretty Blenheim bitch. Nice head and eye. Super size, in good 

body and condition. Good top line. Sound mover once settled. 

Just needs a bit more confidence. 

2. Boyer’s Ellinghurst Miss Saigon 

Another cracking youngster. Well-marked tricolor. Super head. 

Lovely size and sound mover. Just needs her coat to come 

back into full bloom to complete the picture. 

3. Lewis & Lewis’ Amantra Tarazed Carleeto 

 

Graduate Bitch (4,2) 

1. Boyer’s Ellinghurst Miss Saigon 

2. Hinson’s Kerizma Krocus 

Sound, ruby girl.  Pleasing head and eye. Lovely deep colour. 

 

Post Graduate Bitch (3,2) 

1. Stewart’s Marchog Minta Buckle 

Smart B&T. Lovely head type. Good size. In gleaming condition, 

as were all from this kennel. Moved out well. 

 

Limit Bitch (3,2) 

1. Coupland’s Mitapip Renaissance By Tucherish 

Beautiful headed B&T, with super dome and expression. Ideal 

size with elegant neck and good top line. Sound on the move.

Special Open B&T/ Ruby Bitch (3,1) 

1. Coupland’s Winie Od Dvow Orechu and Tucherish (Imp) 



Lovely B&T. Super head, dome and eye. Good size. Excellent 

type. Moved well, but for me, carrying a bit much weight.

Special Open Tri & Blenheim Bitch (2,1) 

1. Bowles-Robinson’s Baldragon Hold That Thought 

Really lovely, lightly marked Blenheim. Lovely pigmentation, 

super dome, eye and expression. Lovely mover. Lots of
